BFHS student-athletes must maintain at least a 2.0 GPA, not be failing any classes and also demonstrate appropriate
behavior to be considered eligible for competition. Grade checked students are ineligible as per grade-check policy.

ATHLETIC FEES

The participation fee for high school students is $125 per sport. The junior high participation fee is $75 per sport.
There is a family maximum of $500 per year. Payment is not required for tryouts as ATHLETIC FEES ARE
NONREFUNDABLE. Athletic fee should be paid AFTER the student has made the team. Becoming ineligible or
injured does not entitle you to a refund of an athletic fee.

PLAYING TIME

Playing time in games is determined by many factors. These factors include grades, behavior/effort in class, practice
attendance, skill level, fitness level, commitment and attitude. It is the sole discretion of the coach as to how much
playing time an athlete receives in games.

RESPONSIBILITY FOR EQUIPMENT RETURN
Students will be held responsible for the safe return of all athletic and/or activity equipment/uniforms issued by the
school. Parents will be financially responsible for any item that is not returned or damaged.

PARENTS/SPECTATORS

ROLE MODELING- Consistently exhibit good character and conduct yourself as a role model for your children.
PRIVILEGE TO COMPETE- Assure that you and your children understand that participation in interscholastic
sports is a privilege, not a right, and that they are expected to represent their team, school and family with honor on
and off the field/court.
