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Spectator Guidance- All Athletic Events at Pleasant Plains Schools 
 

High School Parking/Gym Entrance-Indoor Events 

-Due to construction at the high school all spectators and busses will park in the church parking lot on 

the west side of the school, or the new parking lot north of the school. The entrance will be through the 

doors on the west side of the building. 

High School Parking/Sports Complex Entrance-Outdoor Events 

- Due to construction at the high school all spectators and busses will park in the church parking lot 

west of the school, or the new parking lot north of the school. Entry to the complex will be through the 

west gate, which is accessible by walking down the lane located on the far north side of the school 

parking lot. Handicapped parking is available by driving down the lane through the west gate entrance. 

General Guidelines 
1. All spectators will self certify prior to attending the event. 

2. All spectators must wear a mask at all times.  

3. All spectators will social distance from non-family members. 

4. Spectators who have been vaccinated (defined as 14 days after final dose) and spectators who 

have tested negative for COVID 1-3 days prior to the event they are attending, don’t count 

towards the spectator capacity limits. We will not ask for your personal medical records. 

Specific Guidelines-All Athletic Events 
1. Spectator limits will be set at 25% of the facility capacity. 

2. Both home and away spectators are allowed. 

3. Spectators should enter the facility no earlier than 30 minutes prior to the event time.
